Speaker:  Michael Fenn, CEO, Mississauga Halton Local Health Integration Network, and a former Ontario Deputy Minister 

The Ontario government plans to change the delivery of health care services through Local Health Integration Networks (LHINs). LHINs are a critical part of the evolution of health care in Ontario from a collection of services to a system that is truly patient-focused, results-driven, integrated, and sustainable. If the Legislation is passed, the management of local health services would be devolved to the LHINs who would take on local health system planning and community engagement, provide funding to a wide range of health service providers, and be largely responsible for local health system integration.

Come and hear Michael Fenn, discuss the role of LHIN’s in health-care transformation, implementation progress, plans and challenges.

Prior to his current role, Michael Fenn was Deputy Minister of the Ministry of Community Safety and Correctional Services. Before that, he was Deputy Minister of the Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing from, Chief Administrative officer of the Regional Municipality of Hamilton-Wentworth, City Manager for the City of Burlington, and Director and Chief Negotiator for the Ministry of Municipal Affairs. Michael has also served as Chair of the Ontario Realty Corporation, Director of the Canadian Urban Institute, and Chair of the Ontario Public Service’s United Way Campaign. Michael is also a 30+ year active supporter of the Institute of Public Administration of Canada (IPAC) and is currently Chair of IPAC’s Research and Professional Practices Committee.
