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1. Introduction

Atlantic Canada is a small region both demographically and geographically. Yet, it is home to a disproportionately high number of universities that are among the best in Canada. As Atlantic Canada continues its transition to a more global and knowledge-based economy, these universities will be called upon to play a larger role in the region’s economic development. In light of the stagnation of Atlantic Canada’s population, one of the new areas where universities could become more involved in is the retention of foreign students as new immigrants to the region.

2. Purpose

This policy intern research project would have two overarching purposes:

· Capture the key roles that universities play in the region’s economic development (based on the OECD guidelines) such as, but not limited to:

· Raising knowledge levels of the general population

· Workforce development

· Learning process

· Student recruitment and regional employment

· Foreign students as source of immigration

· Technology transfer

· Framework conditions for promoting research and innovation

· Interfaces facilitating knowledge exploitation and transfer 

· Involvement and interaction with community groups to support local development

· Institutional capacity building for regional involvement

· Define a clearer role (in terms of the supply of programs and services) that universities in the region could play in the area of immigration based on, but not limited to the following:

· The industry/ labour market demand for immigrants, specifically foreign students

· Integration & retention barriers/ challenges facing foreign students in Atlantic Canada

· Foreign students’ expectations (work/post graduate opportunities, types of services available)

3. Objectives

The research project would have a number of primary objectives:

· Assist ACOA and the Atlantic Association of Universities AAU in advancing the role of universities in the region’s economic development, and to provide any complementary information that could be useful in the AAU’s upcoming study on the economic impact of universities in Atlantic Canada;

· Prepare a document that could be used as input into an upcoming Organization for Economic Development (OECD) study on the contribution of higher education to regional economic development;

· Assist ACOA in defining the aspect of its population/ immigration strategy that focused on the retention of foreign students; 

· Identify any outstanding policy issues that could be addressed to facilitate a greater role for universities in Atlantic Canada’s economic development 

· Identify any outstanding policy (federal and provincial) issues that need to be addressed to facilitate the integration and retention of foreign students; and

· Identify/ shape lines of questioning that could be included in a more formal ACOA survey for foreign students at a later date.

4. Methodology

The methodology for the project would have four main components:

a) Literature Review (not limited to)

· Any documentation by the OECD relating to the link between post-secondary institutions and economic development and on any university- related techniques being used around the world to encourage immigration;

· Any publications of the Atlantic Provinces Economic Council (APEC) on the economic importance of universities and immigration;

· Any AAU papers on universities’ role in economic development and immigration in the Atlantic region;

· Any industry association reports on the labour market and demand for immigration;

· Any ACOA-sponsored research on the role and importance of universities in the Atlantic region; and

· Any Government of Canada or provincial government strategies for supporting universities and encouraging immigration.

b) Interviews with key stakeholders

i) In- person

· Atlantic Association of Universities and key individuals (person(s) responsible for program development) from the following universities representing each of the four Atlantic Provinces (who placed in the More International Students category and Most International Students category as shown in the attached index) : Acadia, Dalhousie, Memorial, Saint Francis Xavier, Saint Mary’s, Université de Moncton, University of New Brunswick, and University of Prince Edward Island

· Key individuals (International Liaison Officers) of international student centres from the following universities representing each of the four Atlantic Provinces (who placed in the More International Students category and Most International Students category as shown in the attached index): Acadia, Dalhousie, Memorial, Saint Francis Xavier, Saint Mary’s, Université de Moncton, University of New Brunswick, and University of Prince Edward Island

c) Focus Groups with International Students

· 2-3 focus groups (prior to administering the survey) made up of international students from the following universities: University of New Brunswick, University of Prince Edward Island, Université de Moncton

·  2-3 focus groups (subsequent to administering the survey) made up of international students from the following universities: University of New Brunswick, University of Prince Edward Island, Université de Moncton

d) Survey of International Students

· Pilot ‘A Survey of International Students in Atlantic Canada’ to international students at the following universities: Dalhousie, Memorial, Université de Moncton, University of New Brunswick, and University of Prince Edward Island

5. Timeline

The project would begin May 2, 2005 and end September 2, 2005. Initial literature research would be conducted in May followed by face to face interviews in June and focus groups and a survey in July. The project findings would be presented to ACOA staff and stakeholders in August with the final report completed by early September. A detailed work plan will also be in place.

6. Budget

In addition to the salaries of the two interns, the main budget requirements for this project relate to travel costs incurred while conducting interviews with key stakeholders. Approximately $1000 for each student will be needed to cover travel within the Atlantic region.

APPENDIX B:
Methodology
1. 
Data Collection

The terms of reference was prepared by Wade AuCoin, ACOA Policy Analyst, in consultation with ACOA’s Policy Unit and ACOA’s Immigration Working Group. Please see Appendix A for a copy of the Terms of Reference. Both qualitative and quantitative data was collected utilizing the four methods discussed below to investigate the following linkages:

· universities and economic development;

· universities and immigration; and 

· immigration and international students

Literature Review

An extensive literature review was conducted first to explore the role of universities in the economic development of Atlantic Canada, including immigration. This was essential to gain insight into the study topic and to better understand the scope of the research project. 

Current documents and reports on universities and economic development by organizations such as : the Association of Independent Colleges and Universities in Massachusetts (AICUM), Canadian Education Statistics Council (CESC), Canadian Institute for Research on Regional Development (CIRRD), Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD), and the Maritime Provinces Higher Education Commission (MPHEC) served as an overview, outlining the universities’ impact on economic development and the significant contribution the institutions make to the Atlantic region. The complete bibliography is included in the Appendices.

The OECD Project Guidelines document for ‘Supporting the Contribution of Higher Education Institutions to Regional Development’ was considered when developing the scope of this project was the Atlantic Association of Universities’ (AAU) upcoming study on the economic impact of universities in Atlantic Canada. Please refer to Appendix C for the comparison of these two projects with the one undertaken in this report. The OECD Project Guidelines document was particularly useful in identifying research, teaching and learning, social, cultural, environmental development, and capacity building as specific areas in which universities contribute towards economic development. 

The Atlantic Association of Universities’ (AAU), Atlantic Canada Opportunities Agency’s (ACOA), and Atlantic Provinces Economic Council’s (APEC) publications on universities’ role in economic development and immigration along with trends in international student populations provided current information and showed future opportunities for universities and the region. 

A number of methods, including internet searches and calls to university officials were used to obtain more information on the supply of university services directed to attracting or helping to integrate international students. Studies completed by the following organizations were also consulted: Australian Education International (AEI), Canadian Bureau for International Education (CBIE), Institute for International Education (IIE), New Zealand Ministry of Education, and UKCOSA: The Council for International Education. 

The literature review provided a wealth of information, however, it could only be considered preliminary research because with existing studies, researchers are limited to what exists and the information might not cover the subject matter completely. In addition to validity, reliability can also be a limitation of literature reviews.

In-Person Interviews

In order to deal more specifically with the aspect of the study related to immigration and international students, eight in-person interviews were arranged with International Student Advisors of the International Student Centres at the following universities: Acadia, Dalhousie (DAL), Memorial (MUN), Saint Francis Xavier’s Coady Institute, Saint Mary’s (SMU), Université de Moncton (U de M), University of New Brunswick (UNB), and University of Prince Edward Island (UPEI). Please refer to Table 1.

The specific universities were chosen as they have either high numbers of international students enrolled at their institution or a high percentage of international students relative to full time enrollment at their institution. An International Student Enrollment Index (ISEI) was created taking 30% of the absolute enrollment of international students and 70% of the percentage of international students to full time enrollment for each of the universities. The universities that were in the ‘More International Students’ and ‘Most International Students’ categories were included in the project. Please refer to Appendix D for the ISEI of Atlantic Canada Universities. In addition, to ensure the interviews were inclusive of Atlantic Canada and the French language minority, universities from each of the four Atlantic Provinces, plus a French-speaking university were included. 

The main purpose of setting up these interviews was to gain information on international students’ expectations along with existing barriers and challenges that they face while studying in Atlantic Canada. The prospect of uncovering challenges to existing studies and assumptions made this research method desirable. These in-depth qualitative interviews took place at the universities’ International Student Centres, with the exception of one, which took place at the university’s Registrar’s Office, and lasted approximately sixty to ninety minutes in length. On two occasions, ACOA counter-parts in Newfoundland & Labrador, and Nova Scotia attended the interviews.

The Advisors were extremely helpful and accommodating. They were open to sharing their knowledge and internal studies in addition to answering questions. An interview guide was prepared (please see Appendix E) on the attraction, integration, and retention of international students, however, the interviews were only semi-structured and flexible enough to provide the Advisors the opportunity to discuss their own experiences with international students and voice their own issues/ concerns on the topic. Almost all of the Advisors agreed to assist ACOA identify respondents and administer a survey to international students. A potential drawback of this type of method is that interviews are often hard to get, time consuming, and require full cooperation of the interviewees.
 Please refer to Appendix F for the detailed discussion of interview findings.
Pilot Survey 

Survey research, specifically a self-administered online questionnaire, was chosen to obtain characteristics of international students in Atlantic Canada. The self-administered online survey method was more effective for dealing with sensitive issues, cheaper and quicker to administer to a large sample. This research method allowed us to ask a multiple number of questions on a given topic and provides quantifiable, measurable results.

It must be noted that there are a number of weaknesses associated with survey research, including the difficulty in ensuring the sample is representative of the general population. It is also hard to communicate complicated issues in an online standardized questionnaire; therefore, there is a risk of overlooking or misunderstanding important information.

The Development of the Survey

The development of the survey was undertaken with the guidance of Mr. AuCoin and ACOA’s Immigration Working Group. The process entailed:

· A review of existing studies of international students

· Contact and consultation with eight universities’ International Student Advisors and five universities’ Research Ethics Boards

Four studies of international students were reviewed: Why Choose Australia?
, Canada First: The 2004 Survey of International Students
, Experiences of International Students in New Zealand: Report on the Results on the National Survey
 , and Broadening Our Horizons: International Students in UK Universities and Colleges: Report of the UKCOSA
. The ‘Survey for International Students in Atlantic Canada’ was constructed based on those formats and types of questions- specifically New Zealand’s survey
.

The first draft of the survey was given to the ACOA Immigration Working Group for feedback on the structure and the topics covered. The suggestions were incorporated and the second draft of the survey was passed on to eight International Student Advisors (from the following universities: Acadia, Dalhousie, Memorial, Saint Francis Xavier’s Coady Institute, Saint Mary’s, Université de Moncton, University of New Brunswick, and University of Prince Edward Island) for advice on the content of the survey. The consultation process generated internal survey findings of international students conducted by Dalhousie’s and Memorial’s International Student Centres, in addition to recommendations in ways to improve the survey questionnaire. 

Due to  time and labour constraints, the number of universities included in this phase of the project were narrowed down from eight to five (Dalhousie, Memorial, Université de Moncton, University of New Brunswick and University of Prince Edward Island). A university from each of the four Atlantic Provinces was included along with a French- speaking university. However, U de M’s Research Ethics Board does not review ethics applications during the summer so it could not be included in the pilot survey. Acadia was brought on board, as it boasts the largest percentage of international students to bring the number of universities involved with the pilot survey up to five. The survey was revised and the third draft of the survey was submitted to five universities’ Research Ethic Boards (Acadia, Dalhousie, Memorial, University of New Brunswick, and University of Prince Edward Island) for ethics approval in early July. The Research Ethics Boards suggested some minor changes and each university except for UNB granted approvals by the second week of August. Once the survey was updated, it was sent to ACOA’s Translation Department for a French version of the survey.
The Research Instrument

The English version of the survey can be found in Appendix G and the French version can be found in Appendix H. The major components of the survey are noted in Table 2.

Section A items include personal information such as age, gender, university, and language proficiency.

Section B asks if Atlantic Canada was the students’ first choice as a place of study and what factors influenced their decision.

Section C examines the students’ educational experiences in Atlantic Canada and includes a self-assessment of their studies along with an evaluation of their program of studies and cultural inclusiveness in the classroom.

Section D looks at the quality and satisfaction of services and facilities at universities along with whether an Atlantic Canadian education is good value for money.

Section E focuses on the social supports that are available to international students in Atlantic Canada and students’ satisfaction with them.

Section F explores relationship aspects between international students and Canadian students. It also looks at perceived discrimination.

Section G assesses life in Atlantic Canada such as: perception of towns/cities, difficulties faced in Atlantic Canada, and favorite aspects of Atlantic Canada.

Section H asks about future plans- work, study, and intentions to apply for permanent residency in Canada.
Administering the Pilot Survey 

For the pilot survey, a sample size of one hundred international students from the four participating universities in Atlantic Canada (Acadia, Dalhousie, Memorial, and University of Prince Edward Island) was needed to obtain a representative sampling. Contact was initiated through email. An introductory email, containing an invitation to international students to participate in the study and a survey link, was emailed to the International Student Advisors at each of the participating universities. On behalf of ACOA, the Advisors forwarded the email on to their international students via their respective ListServes.  

The survey launched on August 10, 2005 with a stated closing date of August 25, 2005 giving international students approximately two weeks to respond. This time period and survey length was chosen to coincide with the project approvals from the universities’ Research Ethics Boards and to meet the Researchers’ project completion deadline. It was noted that the summertime was not an ideal time to survey students as the majority are not in class and they are often away or working full time. This taken into consideration, the survey was constructed online and was administered towards the end of summer vacation when students were more likely to check their student email accounts.

The responses were gathered regularly and recorded in an Excel spreadsheet. A reminder email was sent to Advisors five to seven days after the original email and it was forwarded on to the students. The respondents’ place of study was monitored periodically, while the survey was in place, to ensure the targeted response rate shown in Table 3 was achieved. To rectify imbalances, a second reminder email was sent to Advisors, at under-represented universities and it was forwarded on to the students. The final sample can be found in Table 3.

Consultations 

Association of Atlantic Universities (AAU)

A meeting was arranged with Peter Halpin, the Executive Director of AAU, to garner interest and support for this project along with the OECD’s study ‘Supporting the Contribution of Higher Education Institutions to Regional Development.’ Mr. Halpin expressed interest in both studies. 2. 
Data Analysis

Interview answers, opinions, along with statistical data collected contributed towards the final policy analysis and recommendations. Interview answers were compiled and compared for common responses and trends. Survey results were inputted into Microsoft Excel for statistical analysis where frequency, percentages, and cross-tabulation tests were run to better understand and draw connections of the results. Relevant findings were placed in graphs and charts to create a visual impact and highlight the statistics. In some cases, the percentages did not add up to 100% as respondents skipped over parts of the question or rounding occurred. Respondents’ partial answers were not removed as the Researchers’ did not want to reduce the number of respondents. An objective analysis of the test results occurred to determine whether variable relationships were important or insignificant. All of the results were analyzed and interpreted by the Researchers and used to formulate policy recommendations.

Purpose of the Interview:

Under the Citizenship and Immigration Canada’s Post –Graduate Work Program, international students are permitted to work in Canada, provided they have a job offer in their field of study 90 days after graduation. And as of May 16, 2005, the post graduate work program (in the provinces of Newfoundland & Labrador, New Brunswick and Nova Scotia) will allow certain students to extend their work permit for an additional year so that they can work up to 2 years after graduation.

During June 6-June 13, 2005 eight interviews were conducted with International Student Advisors from: Acadia, Dalhousie, Memorial, Saint Francis Xavier’s Coady Institute, Saint Mary’s, Université de Moncton, University of New Brunswick, and University of Prince Edward Island.

APPENDIX F:

Interview Results- International Student Advisors

Place of Origin

The International Student Advisors from Acadia, Dalhousie, Memorial (MUN), Saint Mary’s, University of New Brunswick (UNB), and University of Prince Edward Island (UPEI) named China as the top source country of international students at their respective universities. They consider the United States, India, Bangladesh, and Caribbean countries to be part of their top five source countries. 

The International Student Advisors at the Université de Moncton (U de M) and Saint Francis Xavier’s Coady Institute indicated that their top five source countries of international students differed from the rest of the universities. As a Francophone university, U de M attracts international students from Morocco, Burkina Faso, Mali, Tunisia, Cameroon, and the Ivory Coast. The Coady Institute attracts international development practitioners from around the world, focusing on CIDA’s
 priority countries such as India, Nepal, Kenya, and Ghana.

Languages Spoken

The majority of international students enrolled in Atlantic Canadian universities speak English as a second language. International Student Advisors acknowledge that language is an issue for international students, even though the universities require a high TOEFL
 score. At U de M, the majority of international students speak French as a first language as their countries of origin were once colonies of France.

Attraction

International students are first and foremost attracted to Atlantic Canada’s ‘safe friendly environment’. As one International Student Advisor mentioned because of the 9/11 events, safety has become a prime concern of international students and another reason why they are coming to Canada to study as opposed to the United States. In addition to safety, most international students are drawn to the quality of education, reputation of the universities, and low tuition fees in Atlantic Canada. Some international students chose Atlantic Canadian universities for the specific academic programs, because it is an English (French) speaking university, and the cost of living in Atlantic Canada. 

Internet has become the number one source of information on Canadian universities for international students with importance being placed on search engines and university websites. This also places some universities at a greater advantage as Acadia’s International Advisor pointed out that her university begins with ‘A’ so it pops up first in internet searches. Family, friends, and word of mouth are still largely knowledge sources for international students with Canadian teachers/ professors becoming a resource due to the emergence of linkages/ partnerships abroad. As universities have started proactively attracting students to Atlantic Canada recruitment teams, education fairs, and Canadian International Centres attached to embassies can also be seen as information sources.

Integration

International students’ expectations of studying in Atlantic Canada tend to differ from the reality of studying in Atlantic Canada. While the majority of international students love Atlantic Canada, some encounter a number of unexpected experiences (positive and negative) upon arrival.

· Small Population Size 

· Food

· Little variety

· Limited access to native foods

· Winter 

· Degree of cold

· Length

· Poverty 

· Exists in Canada

· Cultural Status Expectations

· Washing Laundry

· Purchasing Groceries

· Sharing a Room

· Culture Shock

· Few people from Home Country

· Slower Pace of Life

According to the International Student Advisors, many of these differences in expectation vary depending on the country of origin of the international students. For example, Students from large urban areas (such as China) tend to be surprised at the small size of the area upon arrival as they are expecting a big city atmosphere. Students brought up in a class system (such as India), are not familiar with sharing a room with someone of a different class, and are not used to doing laundry for themselves.

International students expect universities, communities, and governments (all levels) to provide them with specific programs and support services with Orientation Sessions and Housing/ Accommodations topping the list. They are also interested in the following, some of which are already offered:

· Academic, Cultural, Financial, Personal, Social, Advice

· Assistance from Airport

· Better services than Canadian students because they pay higher tuition plus differential fees

· First Contact Service

· Immigration Support

· Integration to Canadian Culture

· Employment opportunities

· Personalized approach/ services

· Student/ Community groups of people from home country

The Advisors identified teaching styles and language as the top two academic challenges facing international students studying in Atlantic Canada. For example, in many cultures it is disrespectful to question the professor or to ask questions during class while in Canada class participation is often a part of one’s grade. International students are often not confident in their ability to speak English, thus have a hard time giving class presentations. The top two social challenges identified were loneliness/ isolation and difficulty connecting with Canadians. For example, at U de M international students expect Canadians to ‘break the ice.’ Table 1 below outlines additional academic and social challenges.

The Advisors have noticed that overall international students form friendships and interact with students from their home country or other international students rather than with Canadian students. However, they acknowledge that this sometimes depends on the students’ country of origin, age, and housing arrangement. Some of the Advisors found that Chinese students are likely to stick together in a large group, students from Africa maintain a balance between friends from their own country and Canadian students, and students from Europe immerse themselves with Canadians. At the Coady Institute, Coady students have a tendency to interact with all students while undergraduate students attending Saint Francis Xavier (St. FX) will stick together. MUN realized that the international students, who were inclined to mix with Canadian students, were the ones residing on-campus in dorm style residences and sharing rooms with Canadian students. 

According to Acadia’s advisor, international students tend to meet with international students more because they can relate better. In addition, there are more facilitated activities between international students on campus than between international students and the university as a whole. She suggested that more facilitated events are needed in order for international and Canadian students to interact and develop friendships. Both MUN’s and UPEI’s advisor  indicated that their respective universities are trying to encourage international  and local students to intermingle by introducing volunteer and buddy programs and by mixing them together in residence. 98% of MUN’s international students felt it was important to interact with Canadians for cultural adjustment, common interests, language practice, and career networking

International students are very interested in working while studying in Atlantic Canada and many do occupy jobs on campus. 88% of international students surveyed at MUN in 2005 said work was important to them
. Students have high expectations now that they will get jobs off-campus in the fall. The Coady Institute is the one exception. Coady students are not permitted to work as they are only in Antigonish for an intense five months. While some advisors think international students prefer co-op programs because they can work off-campus and gain Canadian work experience other advisors believe students pick the program they want to study regardless of whether there is a co-op or internship.

Retention

By and large, international students are happy with their Atlantic Canadian study experience. More than half of Dalhousie’s international students would like to stay in Atlantic Canada. Acadia’s and U de M’s international students do not want to leave and find it difficult to leave. At the Coady Institute, students have an excellent time if they make a connection with the community outside of school and as MUN’s advisor said, “Students really like St. John’s and say people here are so friendly.”

After graduation, an overwhelming number of international students want to work and live in Atlantic Canada; however the advisors made it clear that it was only if they could get a job in their field of study- that they would not stay for low entry positions or sacrifice their salary for living in Atlantic Canada. 

83% of Dalhousie’s international students surveyed in 2004 indicated they would be applying to immigrate to Canada and another 23% had already submitted their applications
. Of these numbers, 56% said they would want to settle in Nova Scotia if their immigration application was approved as they were already living there, had made friends, were familiar with the province, and preferred the laid back, friendly lifestyle, along with the beauty of the Province
. 

The Coady Advisor also stated that while some of their international students would like to work in Atlantic Canada after graduating from their program that they discourage this type of behaviour. Their international development program is co-funded with the students’ home country and is structured to facilitate knowledge sharing between the developed and developing nations, as opposed to contributing to the brain drain.
All of the International Student Advisors found the Post- Graduate Work Program to be useful for international students (except for Coady as it was not applicable), but noted that the program needed to be restructured . There was general agreement that the 90 day time period to obtain a job in their field of study was unreasonable and unrealistic to expect of international student graduates. As one advisor said, “More flexibility is needed with the types of jobs considered in their ‘field of study’. Canadian students do not find jobs in their field in that time so why should international students.” Another advisor exclaimed, “The time period is not reasonable- maybe if they could process a permit in a day. Employers will not wait a month and the work permit time is not guaranteed, therefore there is no date to give employers and this puts international students at a disadvantage.” 

With that said the students are still interested in taking part in the Post- Graduate Work Program and are happy that they can apply for a one year work permit extension. At Dalhousie, 45% of international students surveyed in 2004 reported that they would be applying for a Post Graduate Employment Work Permit
.The Advisors are looking to CIC
 to restructure the program and to provide international students along with potential employers with a clear, consistent, standardized process. Some suggestions mentioned as an alternative to the current Post- Graduate Work Program were:

· Job Shadowing

· Internships

· A job program that provides employers with incentives (bonuses) to hire international students

· Skilled Worker Permit

· Student Diversity Employment Program

International students are interested in applying for permanent residency and living in Atlantic Canada, but their greatest concern is finding a job in their field. They are also worried about security (job & financial), their family settling in and adjusting, completing the immigration process, and missing an opportunity elsewhere.

Future Research

All of the International Student Advisors agreed to assist ACOA identify potential respondents and administer a survey through the Universities’ International Student Centres if the Agency was to proceed with a survey of international students in the Atlantic region over the summer, however UNB was very insistent upon having its own focus groups to explore issues with international students. They did state that the summer time would be a limitation as some of the international students go home during this time, but that a pilot of the survey would be fully feasible during the summer. It was recommended that an online version of the survey be available, in addition to a hard copy, and due to the length of the survey that a draw for a prize be advertised as an incentive to the respondents.
