                                  Postsecondary Education Review

An educated and highly skilled workforce is essential to economic and social growth in Ontario. Recognizing this, the Premier and the Minister of Training, Colleges and Universities, in 2004, undertook a full review of postsecondary education. 

Describing the review as “an opportunity to position Ontario as a learning province,” Premier McGuinty appointed the Hon. Bob Rae, a former Ontario Premier, to lead it, supported by a seven-member advisory panel with extensive expertise in postsecondary education.

The review sought advice from a broad range of people and organizations on the design, funding, quality, participation, evaluation and equity in Ontario’s colleges, universities and training programs.

The release of the report on February 5, 2005, has generated national and province-wide discussion on achieving the appropriate balance among quality, cost and public and individual financing of postsecondary education.
